Introduction to World Adventure Project

Aims:  To introduce and explain the Geography/Fitness challenge.


To locate a selection of countries that were visited on the trip.


To discuss the variety of different experiences that could be 

          encountered on the trip.


To justify a packing list.

Practical Outcomes:  Students develop group work skills

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Lesson Content:  All resources are available on powerpoint slides to be used through a projector/printed off and used as visual aids.  

Starter:  Class discussion about how far and how long it would take to cycle around the world. 

Introduce the physical map with the cycle route marked out on it.  Students list the 7 different continents.

In groups students sort the country cards into continent groups.

Challenge Activity: students use atlases to locate and label the individual countries onto a blank world map. 

Group feedback to check sorting activity has been done correctly.

Refer back to the physical map with route/physical map in atlas/large fabric maps and discuss what things might change as you travelled around the world.  Draw out physical and human aspects.   Draw attention to the different colours and what they might mean in terms of relief.

Introduce the PE fitness challenge link and Geography quiz on the back of the record card.  Identify some of the locations/regions.

In groups students identify different features of climate and record their ideas on post-its around the map.  Based on these ideas they suggest what clothes should be packed and other important items for a world trip and record on post-its.

As a group they have to decide on a maximum of 10 items to pack.

Plenary:  Class discussion about packing list and why certain things are more important than others.  Try and reach class agreement upon packing list.
