Teaching Notes about “World Adventure Project”

This short scheme of 5 lessons is designed to give students an overview of the huge variety of countries that Alastair Humphreys travelled through during his 4 year cycle around the world.  There is a strong emphasis on thinking skills and group work with a variety of different learning styles accounted for within the lesson activities.

Although the lessons have been designed for Year 9 classes there should be enough scope to adapt resources to make them suitable for younger students or students with a variety of abilities.

The ethos behind the lessons is 3-fold:-

· To raise students’ awareness of the diversity of the world around them and help them develop Geographical skills.

· To enthuse students about the unique characteristics of the subject of Geography and thereby encourage uptake to KS4.

· To motivate students through the x-curricular links with PE to take part in more regular physical activity.

Lesson themes are as follows:

· Introduction

· Africa (will be completed by Monday 27th Nov)

· America

· China

· The ‘Stans

Once the introductory lesson has been completed, lessons can be followed in any order although that given above follows Alastair’s progress around the world.

Please encourage students to think up questions about the countries/regions that Alastair rode through and start a “questions box” so that when he speaks to the students on Friday 8th December we have a ready supply of questions for him!  Each class should have at least 5 questions that he can then dip into.
