Lesson Content:  All resources are available on powerpoint slides to be used through a projector/printed off and used as visual aids.  

Starter:  Class discussion about popular views of Africa based upon cartoons in the media. 

Students use atlases to familiarise themselves with Africa.

Using the internet students work individually/in pairs to answer the introductory questions about Africa.  When completed students select one of the countries that Alastair has visited to research and produce a fact file.

Fact file outline available or students could design their own factfile using Powerpoint/Publisher.  If this is the case there should be some discussion beforehand about what should be included to ensure that sufficient detail/presentation skills are demonstrated.

Students come up with their own level descriptions prior to starting research.

Students mark each other’s fact files using their own level descriptions.

Provide WWW and EBI

Plenary:  Students each given a domino – first question = the last question on the word template (this imaginary line runs through Kenya and Botswana) – teacher starts off this chain of questions and answers.  Students use the atlases to help them decide if they have the correct answer.
